ÅAim ðTo analyse prevalence of low income by visible minority groups and country of birth 
of immigrants - where countries of birth is used to provide desegregated information

ÅResearch question ðDoes providing more desegregated data, beyond visible minority 
groups, have an added value on our understand of issues of inclusion (in this case through 
prevalence of low income)?

ÅHypotheses
1. If desegregation by country of birth has no value added, then we should find few differences in 

the prevalence of low income of immigrants belonging to the same visible minority group by 
their country of birth

2. If desegregation by country of birth does have a value added, then we should find differences 
in the prevalence of low income of immigrants belonging to the same visible minority group by 
their country of birth AND ê

3. Find few differences between main visible minority groups among immigrants born in the same 
country
